• TMC operator receives notice typically within 45 seconds to 1 minute  
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False triggers occur as a result of shadows from the 
neighboring raised SB ramp from I-5 to SR14 
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Relocated Approximately 150 ft further south to give 
drivers more time to see the blinking LED warning signs 
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
